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When I saw him, I fell at his feet as though dead.  

But he laid his right hand on me, saying, “Fear not,  
I am the first and the last; and the living one.  

I died, and behold I am alive forevermore,  
and I have the keys of Death and Hades.”

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 Dear Family & Friends of Walhalla Presbyterian Church and West Union Chapel, 
 
 "Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, the offspring of David, as preached in my gospel, for which I 
am suffering, bound with chains as a criminal. But the word of God is not bound!"  (Paul to Timothy in 2 Timo-
thy 2:8-9) 
 
 As you remember the glorious resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ this Easter, consider these 
reflections of the preacher Augustus Montague Toplady (1740-1778), who is probably best known to us as the 
composer of the beloved hymn: Rock of Ages. (All scriptures cited from the King James Version) 
 
 According to our blessed Lord’s own prediction, pointing to Himself, He says, “Destroy this temple, and in three days I will raise it up;” (John 
2:19) He referred to His own body; and intimated that the Jews would  be permitted, in some sense, to destroy it. Then He would raise it up in 
three days. 
 
Here we are presented with a bright scene. We are reminded of that joyful and ever-memorable morning, when our Omnipotent Redeemer 
burst the enclosure of the tomb on the third day. We remember that First Lord's Day when the sepulchre could no longer detain its illustrious 
prisoner; and when the Sun of Righteousness, Who had so lately set in darkness, triumphantly emerged from His sad, though short eclipse, 
and rose to set no more. 
 
The reason why the Son of God called His body a temple was because, as the temple of Jerusalem was built by direction of God Himself, so 
was the human nature of Christ. His manifestation in the flesh, was in consequence of His Father’s appointment, as well as of His own volun-
tary obedience when Jesus "...made Himself of no reputation, and took upon Him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of 
men..." (Philippians 2:7) 
 
But, though the Jewish temple was, in a peculiar manner, the seat of the divine residence, yet God was in no sense united to that temple. But 
between the Deity and the human nature of Christ, there was an incomprehensible union; by virtue of which, He was God and man in one 
person. His indwelling divinity manifested itself in every word He spoke, and in every miracle He wrought. This it was, namely, His Godhead, 
which imparted infinite merit and efficacy to His obedience, sufferings, and intercession, as Mediator for us. 
 
In His life, which was spent in teaching mankind the way to safety and happiness, Jesus acted as the Prophet  of His church. In His death, by 
which our sins are expiated, and our salvation secured, Jesus acted as the Priest  of His church. And by His rising again, Jesus manifested 
the truth of His Kingly  office. He proved Himself to be: "He that liveth, and was dead; and, behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; and have 
the keys of hell and of death." (Revelation 1:18)  Jesus demonstrated His ability to save to the uttermost, all of us that come unto God by 
Him. 
 
The great event of His Resurrection, so fundamental to our faith and happiness, was foretold both by the prophets, who prophesied of His 
Incarnation; and by our Lord Himself, long before He suffered. The resurrection historically proves once and for all: the divinity of His person, 
the infinite merit of His atonement, and the truth of His claims, promises & doctrines. 
 
The resurrection of Christ, as it was, in itself, the most glorious event that ever came to pass, was also productive of the utmost advantage to 
us. It serves to confirm and strengthen our faith in Him, as the true Messiah and Saviour of sinners. His resurrection is matter of endless con-
solation to believers, as it was a proof that the sacrifice of Himself, which He offered to God, and the atonement He made for our offenses, 
was accepted in the court of heaven. The resurrection of Christ is a motive to holiness. The resurrection of Christ is the promise of our resur-
rection in the day of judgment. As Christ, after He left His tomb, ascended into heaven, and took possession of His glory; so shall all who trust 
in Him, be glorified together with Him. Hence we are said to be joint-heirs with Christ; that is, to be heirs of the same glory which He is in-
vested with, and of which all His people shall shortly be partakers. 
 
Whether we who are believers look back on our Saviour’s resurrection, or, by faith, look forward to our own, we have the utmost reason to 
break out into the apostle’s triumphant song: “O death, where is thy sting; O grave, where is thy victory?” (1Corinthians 15:55) The ground of 
our rejoicing is contained in that promise of the Risen and Exalted Lord, Who says, “Because I live, ye shall live also.” (Revelation 1:18)

More History….                          By Annie Brown 

 Not only was the presidential campaign of 1824 long and ugly, but the election that followed was even uglier.  Because 
no candidate received a majority, the election moved to the House of Representatives.  Once it reached the House, Henry Clay 
is credited with delivering the election for John Quincy Adams.  This set off cries of outrage throughout the country.  Since 
John C. Calhoun had easily been elected Vice President, he once again tried to stay out of the controversy.  Although he hoped 
to be in a position to run for president in 1828, Calhoun wanted to give Adams a chance to prove himself.  Soon after they were 
sworn in, however, President Adams let it be known that he was not pleased with Vice President Calhoun.  Adams felt Calhoun 
had preferred Jackson in the election, and Adams knew Calhoun had his own presidential aspirations.  Thus, Adams, probably 
spurred on by Henry Clay, decided to make Calhoun’s term as Vice President as difficult as possible.  By the summer of 1824, 
“the supporters and particular friends of Calhoun and Jackson were being treated by the {Adams} administration as foes.” [1] 
 
            The campaign and election of 1824 were extremely stressful for John C. Calhoun, and he was anxious to return to South 
Carolina as soon as possible after the election.   Calhoun was such a hard worker that many who saw him only at work believed 
he had no personal life at all.  He rarely engaged in the common pastimes of the day.  He drank little (and then only wine), he 
did not play cards, and he never joked or participated in idle conversation. Yet, he loved to be surrounded by friends and fam-
ily, and he could talk on any subject that arose.  “His knowledge was enormous, and the way he molded and refined it was 
sheer genius….not one among the contemporaries of his forty years of public life ever matched Calhoun in the brilliance of his 
intellect, and none surpassed him in the purity of his character.”[2]  Few in his public life knew how important his family and 
friends, his faith, his home, and his values were to him.  This was because Calhoun was reticent to discuss his private affairs in 
public.  It is only from Calhoun’s personal correspondence with his family that we learn what sustained him throughout his dif-
ficult political career. 
 
            Both John and his wife Floride enjoyed entertaining, and guests loved to be invited to the balls and formal dinners the 
Calhouns held while they were in Washington.  According to Wiltse, there was a “magnetic compulsion” about Calhoun that 
“made him stand out in any gathering, even when he was not speaking, and as he talked, he seemed to grow until his presence 
filled the room.”[3]  Wiltse goes on to say that Calhoun was not a “master of poetic imagery” like Webster, nor was he gifted 
“in the art of anecdote” like Henry Clay; it was instead the “novelty and boldness of his ideas and the abundant variety of his 
information” combined with “the quality of his voice, the earnestness of his manner, and the indescribable way in which some-
thing of himself seemed to accompany his words”[4] that fascinated his listeners.  Even his rival, Henry Clay, admitted Calhoun 
was “a most captivating man.”[5] 
 
            John C. Calhoun never became a wealthy man, but despite the expense of maintaining a house in Washington, as well 
as one in South Carolina, and the high cost of entertaining in the capital city, Calhoun was never in serious debt, either.  This 
was due in large part to the close relationship the extended Calhoun family had.  Because of John’s long absences from South 
Carolina, most of his financial matters were handled by his brother- in- law, John Ewing Calhoun.  If John C. Calhoun were 
short of funds to cover a debt, then some other family member would pay it.  If John C. Calhoun had funds that another family 
member needed, his money was used to pay that debt.  “Sometimes one and sometimes another of the clan would be in funds, 
but they were always freely at the disposal of the others.” [6]  This rather unique method worked well for this large and loving 
family.  Floride’s mother was known for her generosity, and Calvinist that she was, she cared little about possessions. It was 
she who bought and gave away to family members both Clergy Hall (now Fort Hill in Clemson) and a mansion in George-
town.  Old Mrs. Calhoun was quite a character according to Wiltse.  When a cholera epidemic threatened Washington in 1822, 
the “stout Huguenot soul of old Mrs. Calhoun saw no terror in the epidemic, but a God-given instrument of salvation.”[7]  She 
personally visited public houses as well as some private homes and “literally dragged the unregenerate off to be saved”[8] at the 
religious revival taking place in Washington.  Strong willed, pious, and generous, Mrs. Calhoun set quite an example for the 
other Calhouns to follow.

ho said there’s no place for the arts in Christianity? 

 
 In the early 1700s, there lived in Germany a young nobleman named Nikolaus Ludwig von Zinzendorf.  His 
father had died when he was six weeks old, and Nikolaus was raised on a huge estate by three women—his mother, 
his grandmother, and his aunt, all of them devout Christians. 
 
 After graduating from the university at Wittenberg, the young count embarked on a grand tour of Europe.  It 
was in the art museum at Dusseldorf that he had a life-altering experience with Christ.  Housed in the museum was a 
painting by Domenico Feti entitled Ecce Homo (“Behold the Man”).  It was a portrait of the thorn-crowned Christ 
gazing at the viewer.  Beneath the painting were the words, “I have done this for you; what have you done for me?”  
Zinzendorf said to himself, “I have loved Him for a long time, but I have never actually done anything for Him.  
From now on I will do whatever He leads me to do.” 
 As a result of that decision, Zinzendorf became one of the most influential leaders in Christian history, initi-
ating the great Moravian missions movement which gave rise to global Protestant missions.  He also wrote the great 
hymn, “Jesus, Thy Blood and Righteousness.”

Many years later, on January 10, 1858, another young Christian visited the Dusseldorf art museum.  Frances Haver-
gal, about 17, was tired and sat down opposite the same painting.  As she studied the picture and read the accompa-
nying inscription, a few words of a hymn came to mind.  Frances jotted them down.  Later, back in England, she 
worked on her poem some more, but grew discouraged with it and threw it in the fire.  Somehow it fell out of the 
grate.  Several months later, Frances showed it to her father who was so moved that he wrote a tune for the words 
(although the tune most frequently used in American churches is by Philip Bliss).  In 1860, it was published.

½ teaspoon Salt 
2 Eggs 
1½ cups Sugar 
1½ cups Pumpkin 
½ cup Vegetable Oil 
�  cup Raisins 
�  cup Chopped Walnuts 
 

�Preheat oven to 350°, grease loaf pan. 
 
Combine first five ingredients in medium bowl.  Whisk
