When Joshua calls the Israelites together at the worship center at Shechem, they have arrived at the Promised Land which God gave them. 
The time has come for them to decide: How will we live here? And more importantly, which God will we worship and serve here?  
 
Will we serve the local & popular foreign gods? Will we worship the politically correct & trendy local gods made of wood and stone? Or 
will we remain faithful to the living God: the One God of Israel; the God of Abraham, Isaac and Jacob; the God Who delivered us from 
Egypt; the God of steadfast love Who led us all the way home through the wilderness?   
 
Will we serve the gods made with our own hands, or the eternal God who made us in His own image? Will we worship the Maker of 
Heaven and earth?   
 
The decision seems like a 'no brainer' to us now. But every new morning we are asked to make the same decision. Will we serve the gods of 
our own making: the gods of our age, the gods of popularity, political correctness, power, prestige, possessions, sexual licentiousness, 
status, and financial security?  Will we serve the gods of this world which whisper, "Don't make waves. Don't rock the boat. Live and let 
live. Look out for Number One." Or will we boldly risk the world's derision and rejection? Will we turn our backs on the worn-out lies of 
this world to serve the One True God we know in Jesus Christ; Who calls us to follow Him by a new and living Way?   
 
  “Choose this day whom you will serve.”  Choose today which God you will bow down before and worship. Choose this day the God to 
whom you will turn in times of trouble. Choose this day the God you will trust in for your eternal security.  
 
But beware. This decision will impact every other decision you will ever make. It will ultimately determine your final destination.  “It is a 
deliberate calculation” writes Oswald Chambers, “not something into which you drift easily; and everything else is in abeyance until you 
decide.”   
 
Joshua made it very clear where he stood: “As for me and my household, we will serve the Lord”   
 
The decision is ours to make today, and make it we must. 
 
There is a time and a place in which every decision must be made. Medieval monks wrote these Latin words on their sundials: In hac hora 
est eternitas (In this hour dwells eternity).  They wrote those words to remind them of how important each moment of time is. Once lost, it 
can never be regained. It was also a reminder that the decisions made in any one moment of time may hold eternal significance. 
 
Jesus spoke plainly about the eternal significance of our decisions. He issues the call to discipleship by saying, “If any want to become My 
followers, let them deny themselves and take up their cross and follow Me.”  (Matthew 16:24) 
 
This is the essence of Jesus’ teaching on discipleship. What must I do to become a follower of Jesus Christ? Nothing more and nothing less 
than “lay down my life, take up my cross and follow Him”. This is the decision each of us must make on a daily basis. This is the costly call 
of discipleship: to bet our lives on the trust that Jesus is the One. To believe with all of our being that His promises are true.  It means turn-
ing our backs on worldly securities and shaping our behavior around the blueprint for living He gives us in His Word.  
 
Are you ready to follow where Jesus leads wherever that may be? 
 
Choose this day whom you will serve. By God's grace, may it be Jesus Christ our good Lord and Savior.

     Open My Eyes That I May See 
1895 

 
 The LORD opens the eyes of the blind.  The LORD raises those who are bowed down; 

The LORD loves the righteous.

ext time you sit down to read your Bible, try pausing a moment, asking God to bless your time in His 
Word.  Two great biblical prayers teach this.  The first is in 1 Samuel 3:9, where the boy Samuel was 
taught to pray, “Speak, Lord, for Your servant hears.”  That simple prayer has inspired a number of hymns, 

such as Francis Havergal’s tender “Master, Speak!  Thy Servant Heareth!” 
 
 

Thy Master, speak!  Thy servant Heareth, 
Waiting for Thy gracious word, 

Longing for Thy voice that cheereth; 
Master!  Let it now be heard. 

 
 

 The other biblical prayer is Psalm 119:18:  ‘Open my eyes, that I may see wondrous things from Your law.”  
This verse inspired Clara Scott to compose both the words and the music to “Open My Eyes That I May See” in 
1895. 
 Clara was born in 1841, just outside Chicago.  She was drawn toward music at an early age, having the privi-
lege of attending the first musical institute of Chicago, conducted by the famous music publisher, C. M. Cady. 
 Three years later, she became the music teacher of an all-girls’ school in Iowa.  In 1861, she married Henry 
Clay Scott and began writing songs.  Some of her work came to the attention of Horatio Palmer, author of “Yield 
Not to Temptation.”  With his encouragement, she started writing in earnest, and Palmer published a number of her 
songs in his collections. 
 In 1882, she published The Royal Anthem Book , which holds the distinction of being the first volume of an-
thems ever published by a woman.  In 1895, “Open My Eyes That I May See” was published and became her best-
known hymn.  The year she published a book called Truth in Song for Lovers of Truth. 
 The next year, 1897, began with the excitement of another book on the way, Clara’s Short Anthems.  But that 
summer, as she was visiting in the Mississippi River town of Doubuque, Iowa, she climbed into a horse-drawn car-
riage.  Something spooked the horse, sending it careening down the street at a breakneck speed.  Clara was thrown 
from the runaway buggy and killed.  She was fifty-five.
